Kedarnath: One of the twelve Jyotirlingas (sacred shrines of Lord Shiva), located at a high altitude
and accessible by a challenging trek.

Badrinath: Dedicated to Lord Vishnu, this holy town is situated amidst the breathtaking Garhwal
Himalayas.
