Kaziranga National Park (Assam)

Kaziranga National Park in Assam is a UNESCO World Heritage Site celebrated for
its success in conserving the Indian one-horned rhinoceros, hosting the largest
population of this species worldwide (over 2,600 rhinos as of recent counts). The
Park spans around 430 sgkms and lies between the Brahmaputra River and the Karbi
(Mikir) Hills. Besides rhinos, it supports large populations of elephants, wild water
buffalo, swamp deer, and increasing numbers of tigers since its declaration as a Tiger
Reserve in 2006. Kaziranga is also an important bird area, home to many migratory
and resident bird species. Visitors can explore the park via jeep safaris to witness
its rich flora, including tall grasslands and dense tropical forests.
